CASH FOR CATALYTIC CONVERTERS

The Raven Recycling Society is pleased to announce the catalytic converters will be accepted for recycling.

Raven will pay cash for catalytic converters. It will be anywhere from $2.50 to $25.00 depending on the type.
Since there are many catalytic converters on the market it can be difficult to differentiate between all of them. 

Raven defines them by three categories: small, large and aftermarket converters.

A small is three to ten pounds in weight, (1.4 kg to 4.5 kg) and is worth $12.50.

Large is over ten pounds (over 4.5 kilograms) and is worth $25.00.

Aftermarket converters are worth $2.50 each.

A catalytic converter, according to the Vancouver based AirCare website, “converts most harmful emissions to oxygen, carbon dioxide, and water before they exit the exhaust tailpipe.”
This is done using a layer of metals composed of platinum, rhodium and palladium. 

These metals are encased in the converter in either honeycomb or bead format. 

In both situations the chemical reaction between the exhaust fumes and these metals makes the fumes less harmful.

The need for catalytic converters should be obvious to any vehicle owner. 
It reduces the amount of pollution each vehicle creates. 

In the Yukon there are no regulations governing vehicle emissions. 
This theoretically means individuals can rip their converters off their vehicles, go on down to Raven, get the cash for the catalytic converter and drive off choking on their own fumes.
This would very negatively affect the vehicles performance and the insurance company might have one or two qualms regarding the vehicles safety.

A properly working catalytic converter ensures the vehicles engine is running properly and helps reduce toxic vehicle emissions. 

Check with a properly trained mechanic if the converter on any vehicle needs replacing.

Given the exotic nature of the metals used in catalytic converters, used converters are quite in demand for recycling.
That is why Raven can afford to purchase them from Yukoners and then ship them Outside for recycling.
When removing catalytic converters from vehicles for recycling, there are some things to keep in mind.

Cut the pipes leading into the converter as close to the shell as possible. 
Pipes must be cut with a saw so the converter can be visually inspected.

Do not use a shear cut, as that will crush the pipes making visual inspection impossible.

If the catalytic converter is of the honeycomb type, visually inspect the honeycomb by looking inside the converter where the pipes have been cut.

If bits of the honeycomb are missing, Raven will pay according to the amount that is left.

The exciting news for mechanics and automobile shops is that Raven will pick up large amounts of catalytic converters.
Raven staff will take them back to the recycling centre. There they will be examined and a cheque for the appropriate amount issued.
