SALVAGING STAINLESS STEEL 

The Raven Recycling Society is now accepting stainless steel for recycling.

It is worth money to whoever brings it in. 

At the time of going to press, Raven is paying forty cents a pound for it.
That is only on metal buying days. 

In the summer this is Monday to Friday and from ten am to three pm.
Raven’s purchase of stainless steel is in addition to the continuing purchase of the ABC’s of metal. Those initials stand for aluminium, brass and copper.

In fact, Raven should now be considered as purchasing the ABCSS of metal. 

The last two letters stand for stainless steel.

What is stainless steel?

It is steel alloy containing a high percentage of chromium to increase corrosion resistance.

This basically boils down to meaning stainless steel has a high resistance to corrosion. 
And it looks shiny.

In the Yukon, the most visible form of stainless steel is usually the kitchen sink and some of the pots and pans that get washed in it.
Raven will only be purchasing stainless steel, and not galvanized steel or steel alloys. 

If in doubt as to whether an items is stainless steel or not, bring either it down to the Raven metal experts.

They will be able to tell you what sort of metal it is, whether it’s recyclable and the amount of money Raven might pay for it. 

The same goes for the aluminium, brass or copper samples. If in doubt, bring a sample of it down to Raven.

The metal experts are in Monday to Friday and from ten am to three pm.

Raven does have one request for all those bringing in lengthy pieces of any of the ABCSS metals.

Please keep the lengths of metal to under seven feet. That’s about two metres. 

Due to shipping requirements, Raven cannot process anything longer.

One item that is under seven feet in length that Raven does accept is catalytic converters.

Raven will pay cash for catalytic converters. 

Since there are many catalytic converters on the market it can be difficult to differentiate between all of them. 

Raven defines them by three categories: small, large and aftermarket converters.

A small is three to ten pounds in weight, (1.4 kg to 4.5 kg) and is worth $12.50.

Large is over ten pounds (over 4.5 kilograms) and is worth $25.00.

Aftermarket converters are worth $2.50 each.

When removing catalytic converters from vehicles for recycling, there are some things to keep in mind.

Cut the pipes leading into the converter as close to the shell as possible. 

Pipes must be cut with a saw so the converter can be visually inspected.

Do not use a shear cut, as that will crush the pipes making visual inspection impossible.

If the catalytic converter is of the honeycomb type, visually inspect the honeycomb by looking inside the converter where the pipes have been cut.

If bits of the honeycomb are missing, Raven will pay according to the amount that is left.
